Correspondence: lain Ure has written to the Parish Council suggesting a collaborative
project with The Mill & to create a nature trail on the Triangle. The Parish Council asked
for confirmation of ownership of this land before taking further steps. (MM has confirmed
through CDE that currently the triangle is part of the lease agreement with Otterton Mill.
It was therefore felt that the first point of contact should be with the Mill. It was agreed
that lain would be invited to a meeting to further illustrate his proposals.
